Level One: Find a father/son meeting story or a disguise story from

• Make an overhead of the story (providing that it is short,1-2 pages)

• Type a one-page response to the account (double-spaced)

• Include comparisons to The Odyssey account of father/son

• Explain emotional power and effect on the story.

• Include a visual representation of the scene (photo, artwork, etc.)

• Be prepared to share your finding with the class.

• Possible points: 50

Level Two:  Art Inspired by The Odyssey

• Research and collect 15 examples of art inspired by or depicting The 
Odyssey (paintings, sculpture, etc.) See our text for examples.

• Include the title, artist, date, and where the piece is housed.

• For each piece, give a short summary of the meaning of the piece.  
What does it depict?  What does this show about The Odyssey?

• Also, include a subtitle for each piece.  What would you call this work?

presentation.

• You will turn in your pictures, along with your written work.  Neatness 
counts!

• You will present your findings to one of the three English classes.
